d. Children of Southern African Olim living and studying in Israel, applying for their first year of tertiary education.

e. Israeli students who have at least one Southern African grandparent, who lived in Israel, subject to proof of grandparent's Israeli citizenship.

f. Israeli students who can demonstrate that they and their parent's have extreme financial difficulties  

All applicants must demonstrate financial need.

All bursaries will be granted at the discretion of Telfed's Endowments and Scholarships Committee and their decision is final.
