·Annual scholarship of NIS 7,000 for the academic year, plus a
modest cultural and travel stipend.

SASI PARTNER INSTITUTIONS
·SASI students may complete their entire academic degree in
English or study a part or all of their degree in Hebrew.
·Israeli universities and colleges offer a vast number of degree
options in Hebrew, at highly subsidised rates. There are many
more degree choices in Hebrew than in English.
·Students can participate in Mechina - a one-year preparatory
programme at Bar Ilan or Hebrew University and then study in
Hebrew.
·Israeli universities and colleges offer scholarships based on
financial needs at different levels. 
Students are invited to enquire at the relevant institute of higher
learning regarding terms and conditions.
·Students who wish to study at Israeli universities not currently on
the list below may still be eligible for a SASI Scholarship and are
invited to apply.
·Explore your options for postgraduate studies in English on the
websites of our partner institutions and other Israeli universities.
